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CONVAINCRE– PRÉSENT 
 

This verb, highly irregular, is very unusual in its conjugation. There is a big 
discrepancy between what you hear and what you see written.

Examples:  
 I always convice him.      
   Je le convaincs toujours. 
 We convice them to go to Paris, and then we have fun there. 

    Nous les convainquons d’aller à Paris, et puis on s’y amuse. 
   On les convainc d’aller à Paris, et puis on s’y amuse.
