SPELLING CHANGES - PRESENT

Some French verbs change their spelling as you conjugate them, especially in
the nous and vous forms. We will take PREFERER as an example here.

préférer - to prefer

pronoun conjugation English
je préfere | prefer
tu préferes you prefer
elle préféere she prefers
il préfere he/it prefers
on préfere we prefer
nous préférons we prefer
vous préférez you prefer
ils préferent they prefer
elles préferent they prefer

Examples:
| prefer to eat tomatoes.

- Je préfére manger des tomates.

We prefer cheese.
- Nous préférons le fromage.

- On préfére le fromage.

Note: in this example, the spelling change involves an accent. Sometimes,
the spelling change involves a letter (payer), or a double consonant

(s’appeler).
